In 2015/16 IRA-INC continued providing legal
assistance to Iranian refugees, including direct
representation, pre-interview counseling,
advising lawyers to better argue cases, referrals
to lawyers, translation, and provision of issue-
specific country condition documentation.
Clients were assisted in proceedings before
governments or the United Nations

High Commissioner for Refugees

(UNHCR).

programs distributed a
total of $699,327 to more
than 1,800 families residing mainly in
Turkey since 1993. This includes in 2015
the sum of $15,650 to 55 families (89
persons) in Turkey.

Clients assisted by IRA-INC had fled Iran
due to fear of persecution for political or
religious reasons or for their membership
in a particular social group. They included
former political prisoners of the 1980s as
well as more recent prisoners, families of
current, former, fugitive, or executed
political prisoners, political, human rights
and student activists, journalists, artists,
Baha’is, Christians, Buddhists, persons
accused of “illegitimate” sexual relation,
gays, lesbians, transsexuals, women and/or
children fleeing domestic violence, fleeing
forced marriage or sexual violence by state
officials.
